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The earthquake which struck early on October 8th,
2005 was the most powerful in the region for 100
years and has left over 80,000 dead and 3 million
homeless. Muslim Hands offices across Pakistan,
including those inside Muzzaffarabad and other
affected areas were mobilised immediately.

MH has a long history of work in Pakistan and Kashmir
(since 1993) and has a strong presence in affected
areas (including Muzzaffarabad) with several field
offices, personnel, medical clinics and ambulances
already present.

Experienced teams - many of whom helped with the
Bam Earthquake in 2003 - from the Quetta, Peshawar,
Islamabad and other offices in the region are working
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day and night to reach and assist survivors before
harsh winter snows set in and make many areas inac-
cessible.

MH has established a number of large camps car-
ing for upwards of 30,000 people, providing food,
shelter and medical care. Winterised tents are also
being distributed in more remote areas and work has
also begun on the construction of semi permanent
dwellings in preparation for winter snows.

In addition to this, teams of doctors are travelling
through affected areas providing medical assistance,
water storage tanks and latrines are being installed and
provisions supplied to affected families.
