already killed 1914 Palestinians
(28/09/02), a third of them children,
and injured more than 20,000 peo-
ple. Surely this is enough to tell us
that Muslims, and all caring people
everywhere have a duty to help the
sufferers in Palestine.

The Jenin Massacre in which
civilians were bombed by helicopter
gun-ships, homes turned to rubble
under the might of Israeli tanks

- left no doubt that we must act to
help Palestinian sufferers.

Aside from the ongoing emergency
aid, much long-term aid work is now
underway.
