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Despite the dangers faced by our
staff in Iraq especially in Falluja, Najaf
and Karbala, Muslim Hands has con-
tinued to deliver your aid to the
needy across Iraq.  Many aid agen-
cies are now approaching MH to
help complete their work.  

MH provided Falluja City Water
Treatment Plant (Al-Shuhada) with
a large water pump, now submerged
in the Euphrates.  We also provided
the engineering section with desper-
ately needed tools and equipment
for maintainance.

Mosul: MH contructed a mosque
in the city on behalf of a UK donor
through the Muslim Hands 'Its My

Baghdad: Homeless Centre for
Teenage Girls
MH is supporting a unique centre for
homeless teenage girls in Baghdad,
to protect them from the dangers of
the steets.  This is a new, but grow-
ing problem for Iraq.  This is the first
centre of its king in Baghdad, hous-
ing 25 girls, mostly orphans.
